The Distribution of Assets, Liabilities and Selected Items from Contingencies and Commitments by “Remaining Maturity” in the Turkish Banking System, June 2000 *
As of June 2000, most of the liabilities (according to the remaining maturity) in the balance sheet of Turkish banking system had concentrated in short term. In fact, 14 percent of them did not have fixed maturity while 67 percent had a maturity of 1 year or less and 8 percent had maturity longer than 1 year.

Total assets had also a short term maturity structure. 11 percent of assets did not have a fixed term maturity, 62 percent of them had a maturity of 1 year or less and 
18 percent have longer than 1 year maturity.

Total deposits having a share of 69 percent of total liabilities were mainly concentrated in short term. Demand deposits constituted 19 percent of total deposits. While 36 percent had a maturity of up to 1 month and 24 percent maturity between 1 to 3 months, 16 percent had a maturity of 3 months to 1 year. Deposits with maturity between 1-5 years had 4 percent share in total.

Demand deposits had only 5 percent share in total saving deposits while deposits with maturity up to 1 month had 36 percent and 1 to 3 months had 35 percent share. Deposits that had maturity between 3 months and 1 year had a share of 17 percent while deposits longer than 1 year had a share of 6 percent in total savings deposits. 

Demand deposits in foreign exchange deposits, that constituted 30 percent of total liabilities and 44 percent of total deposits had 17 percent share. The fx deposits having maturity up to 1 month had a share of 40 percent while fx deposits with maturity between 1-3 months had a share of 27 percent. Fx deposits having maturity in between 3 months to 1 year had a share of 15 percent and those having maturity longer than 1 year were 2 percent.

About 70 percent of loans borrowed were less than 1 year maturity.

Considering loans in total assets, 40 percent of loans had maturity between 3 months to 1 year. Those that had a maturity of 3 months or less were 36 percent. Loans having the maturity in between 1-5 years constituted 22 percent and those longer than 5 years were only 0.8 percent.

In securities portfolio, the share of the maturity up to 3 months was 27 percent and that of 3 months to 1 year was 32 percent. Securities with a maturity from 1 year to 5 year had 36 percent and securities longer than 5 year maturity had only 3 percent share.

Affiliated shares with a maturity of 3 months to 1 year and 1 to 5 years had each 28 percent shares.

Most of the off balance sheet items considered in this paper as repos, swaps and forwards were also in short terms. Out of the total of listed off balance sheet items 
57 percent of them had maturity up to 1 month and less, and the share of those having maturity up to 3 months or less was 77 percent. There existed few transactions with a maturity of longer than 1 year hence, the sum of repos, swaps and forwards that had the maturity of 1 year or less constituted 97 percent of the total.
