Turkish Banking System June 2001 

The Maturity Structure of Balance Sheet and Off Balance Sheet Items

As of June 2001, the most of the liabilities in the balance sheet of Turkish banking system, prepared according to remaining maturity, were concentrated in short term. The maturity structure in general is observed to be shorter when compared to December 2000 figures. In total liabilities, 12 percent had no maturity, whereas 68 percent had maturity of 1 year or less and 6 percent had maturity longer than 1 year. Unclassified liabilities comprised 13 percent of the total liabilities.

Total assets had also a short term maturity structure. 10 percent of the assets had no maturity, 63 percent of them had maturity of 1 year or less and 19 percent had longer than 1 year maturity. The share of unclassified assets in total assets was 9 percent.

Total deposits having a share of 63 percent in total liabilities, were mainly concentrated in short term. Demand deposits constituted 16 percent of the total deposits. In total deposits, 39 percent had maturity up to one month, 37 percent had maturity of 1-3 months and 7 percent had maturity of 3 months to 1 year. Deposits with maturity between 1-5 years had 2 percent share in total.

Demand deposits had only 5 percent share in total saving deposits. Deposits with maturity up to 1 month had 33 percent and 1-3 months had 58 percent share in total savings deposits. Deposits with maturity between 3 months-1 year had a share of 3 percent and finally deposits with maturity longer than 1 year comprised 0,2 percent of the total savings deposits. 

Foreign exchange deposits had 32 percent share in total liabilities and 51 percent in total deposits. In foreign exchange deposits, 55 percent were demand deposits and deposits with maturity up to one month. Foreign exchange deposits with maturity of 1-3 months had a share of 32 percent, deposits with maturity of 3 months-1 year had 10 percent share in total foreign exchange deposits. Deposits with longer than 1 year maturity were 4 percent in total.

25 percent of funds borrowed and 20 percent of funds had maturity of 1 year or longer than 1 year. The maturity was shortened in the loans provided from funds compared to December 2000 and concentrated on the maturity of 3 months-1 year.  

In selected assets, 38 percent of the loans were concentrated on the maturity of 3 months-1 year. This was followed by loans with maturity between 1-5 years reaching 27 percent of the total. Those that had maturity of 1-3 months or less were 17 percent and 18 percent, respectively. Loans having maturity longer than 5 years constituted 0,5 percent.

In securities portfolio, the share of securities with maturity up to 3 months was 11 percent and that of 3 months-1 year was 69 percent. Securities with maturity of 1-5   year had 18 percent and securities with longer than 5 year maturity had 2 percent share.

In total assets the share of affilated shares with no maturity was 3 percent, that of  3 months-1 year and 1-5 year were 25 percent and 55 percent, respectively. On the other hand, other affiliated securities with maturity of 3 months-1 year had a share of 31 percent and affiliated securities having maturity of loans longer than 1 year constituted 38 percent. 

The off-balance sheet items as repos, swaps, forwards were also concentrated in short terms. 57 percent of these off balance sheet items had maturity up to 1 month and less. This added up to a share of 78 percent in total when maturity up to 3 months was considered. There were few transactions with maturity longer than 1 year, hence 98 percent of the off-balance sheet items had the maturity of 1 year or less. 
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
