I. Internet Banking Statistics 
 
1. Number of Registered and Active Customers  
 
The total number of registered retail customers that logged in at least once was 
22.6 million as of December 2012. The total number of registered retail 
customers that logged in at least once in one-year period was 13.9 million. 
 
As of December 2012, the number of active retail customers was 9.6 million. 
This number shows that 43 percent of the retail customers used internet banking 
services during October-December 2012 period. The number of active retail 
customers increased by 1.8 million and 655 thousand as compared to 
December 2011 and September 2012, respectively.

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The total number of registered commercial customers that logged in at least 
once was 2.2 million as of December 2012, where 922 thousand of them (42 
percent of total commercial customers) used internet banking services during 
the October-December 2012 period. The total number of registered commercial 
customers that logged in at least once in one-year period was 1.1 million. 
 
As of December 2012, 43 percent of the total number of registered customers 
(retail and commercial) is active customers, and they logged in at least once 
during the October-December 2012 period. The number of total active 
customers increased by 1.9 million and by 691 thousand as compared to 
December 2011 and September 2012, respectively. 
 
2. Internet Banking Transactions 
2.1. Investment Transactions 
  
The total number of investment transactions performed by using internet 
banking services was 10.2 million with an amount of TRY 89.3 billion during the 
October-December 2012 period.   
 
As of December 2012, investment funds transactions were the largest in total 
volume of transactions with TRY 23.6 billion, followed by time deposit accounts, 
foreign currency transactions and realized share certificate transactions.

Repurchasing agreements led to the highest average volume with an amount of 
TRY 37.9 thousand, followed by time deposit accounts with TRY 30.7 thousand, 
in the fourth quarter of 2012. The total average volume of investment 
transactions was TRY 8.7 thousand in the same period. 
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2.2. Financial Transactions 
 
The total number and volume of financial transactions (excluding investment 
transactions) performed by using internet banking services, was 104 million and 
TRY 393 billion respectively, in the fourth quarter of 2012. The total volume of 
money orders, EFT and foreign currency transfers was 85 percent of whole 
financial transactions.

As of December 2012, 32 percent of active retail customers and 37 percent of 
active commercial internet banking customers are in İstanbul. It is followed by 
Ankara and Izmir, in both customer segments. 
 
II. Mobile Banking Statistics 

 
The total number of registered customers that logged in at least once was 2.5 
million as of December 2012, where 1 million 376 thousand of them (56 percent 
of total customers) used mobile banking services during the October-December 
2012 period. The total number of registered customers that logged in at least 
once in one-year period was 1.8 million. 
 
The total number of investment transactions performed by using mobile banking 
services was 796 thousand with an amount of TRY 3.5 million as of December 
2012.  
 
The total number and volume of financial transactions (excluding investment 
transactions) performed by using mobile banking services, was 7.5 million and 
TRY 8.1 billion respectively, in the fourth quarter of 2012. The total volume of 
money orders, EFT and foreign currency transfers was 80 percent of whole 
financial transactions.
